If an earthquake knocks you down, drop, cover, and hold on until f a distant tsunami is generated from Alaska, we estimate it will take 3 hours
the shaking stops. Then, immediately proceed with your emergency for 5-meter high waves to reach Fair Harbour. If you hear the tsunami siren,
supplies to the tsunami muster point (seacan up the hill).
